PLANNING APPLICATION  DC/043777: S.E. MANCHESTER MULTI MODAL STUDY 

A6 MANCHESTER AIRPORT RELIEF ROAD – EIA SCOPING OPINION/ REPORT     
This is a joint submission on behalf of the North West Transport Roundtable (NW TAR) and the Campaign to Protect Rural England (CPRE) in response to the environmental scoping report (planning application DC/043777) submitted to Stockport MBC by Mouchel Consultants in relation to the South East Manchester Multi Modal Study (SEMMMS) A6 to Manchester Airport Relief Road.

We would like to point out that there are omissions and inaccuracies in the environ-mental report, that it does not represent the views of CPRE correctly and that it fails to record at all the fact that a joint submission was made on behalf of NW TAR and CPRE to Mouchels who wrote directly to both organisations seeking their views.  Our
strong objection to the scheme is not noted and nor are our reasons for this stance.
The key omission is that the EIA completely fails to address the requirements of the Climate Change Act.  Indeed climate change is not even mentioned.  The Act and the government’s command document ‘Delivering a Sustainable Transport Strategy’ require a significant reduction in carbon emissions.  The EIA report also fails to follow (1) the Department for Transport’s Wider Economic Benefit Transport Appraisal Guidance in relation to generating and then assessing a range of possible options and (2) DEFRA’s guiding principles on sustainable development.  Nor does it comply with (3) the extant Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) which is now statutory.  We flagged up the need for the SEMMMS proposals to comply with all of these in our letter to the applicant, Jamie Gleave, at Mouchels of October 28th, 2009 (enc).  Another omission is that the EIA does not list the SEMMMS final report recommendations nor explain how they would help alleviate traffic problems in the area or that many have not been enacted, eg. a very frequent rail service between Macclesfield and Manchester.
An inaccuracy appears in figure 2a (surface water & flood risk).  This gives the mis-leading impression that the new road would be largely outwith the flood plains between the A523 and the A6 whereas in fact this is not the case.  It would not be possible to avoid the flood plains to that extent, most particularly as the proposal now appears to be to carry the road beneath the Hazel Grove-Buxton railway line.
